6.  Consent and acknowledgements by the Adjoining Owner
By signing this form the Adjoining Owner, being the registered proprietor (or duly authorised representative) of the Adjoining Property:
a. Consents to the Owner carrying out the works described in section 4 on, against, over, along or in close proximity to the common boundary, substantially in accordance with the plans and documents listed in section 5, which the Adjoining Owner has had a reasonable opportunity to inspect.
b. Consents to any incidental encroachment over the common boundary that is reasonably necessary to carry out the works in accordance with the listed plans.
c. Grants the Owner and the Owner's contractors a temporary, revocable licence to enter the Adjoining Property at reasonable times on not less than 48 hours' notice (or immediately in an emergency) for the sole purpose of carrying out, inspecting or maintaining the works.
d. Accepts that the works may cause temporary noise, dust, vibration, and limited access disturbance, and consents to such disturbance to the extent reasonably necessary and consistent with applicable laws and permit conditions.
e. Agrees that any fence, retaining wall, paving, planting, survey peg or improvement on or near the boundary that is removed, altered or damaged during the works will be reinstated by the Owner, at the Owner's cost, to a condition reasonably equivalent to its prior condition (subject to any separate agreement under the Fences Act 1968 (Vic)).
f. Acknowledges that this Consent is separate from any protection works notice under Part 7 of the Building Act 1993 (Vic), any notice under the Fences Act 1968 (Vic), and any planning or building approval, none of which it replaces.
g. Acknowledges that this Consent has been given freely and voluntarily, after the opportunity to obtain independent legal advice, and is binding on the Adjoining Owner and (to the extent permitted by law) their successors in title.
